Councilman Ruso commented so they are just kicking the can into someone else.

Supervisor Dellisanti responded that’s what it sounds like to me.

Councilman Ruso continued they have no authority, I thought.
Supervisor Dellisanti added we don’t have the authority and they don’t have the authority and they are the State.
Supervisor Dellisanti explained at the June meeting about some payments vouchers, we had a couple of questions and I would just like to respond to those.  There was a payment voucher from the courts for an Interpreter that was not listed on the voucher, but we did get from the Court was their bill and right on the bill itself it says the New York Unified Court System rates per diem cost for Interpreters is $140 per half day so we do have that.  Persico True Value had a bag of concrete listed twice, one bag was picked up at 11:45 AM and another was picked up at 1:25 PM the same day.  It was not a duplicate bill; it was that we needed more concrete apparently to do the job.  Lawson Products included tax and they issued a credit on June 2 for $24.15, Barb Finke took care of that for us.  Cell phones are coded by department – highway, code enforcement, animal control, wastewater treatment for example – and some are billed separately and the checks are written from each account per the State Comptroller’s Office and we have that information as well.  Town Clerk Barb Finke contacted State Telephone and has asked that the Animal Control Officer’s current cell phone be listed in their Directory.  The home phone number in question was listed in the phone book as far back as 2009.  That has all been taken care of.

WHEREAS trash is collected from the Highway Garage every other week;

RESOLVED two quotes were procured for service at this location and County Waste – Ulster County was the lowest responsible bidder at $123.93 per month for a five year term.
Motion from Supervisor Dellisanti who added the backup material you have in your packet, just to give you an idea, the very last page. Waste Management was $358.50 per month, this is what we have now, and County Waste, if we go with a five year contract, they will charge us $123.93 per month which is quite a savings.  Denis has looked into both of these companies and he is in favor of County Waste, it’s just a matter of the term the Board would like to go.  The three year term is $131.96, the one year term is $149.18 and the five year term is $123.93.  And again, Waste Management is $358.50.  It's a considerable amount of savings for the Highway Department whichever way we go.

Councilman Ruso added that’s about $160 per month.
Councilwoman VanEtten advised it’s a little more than that actually.

Supervisor Dellisanti explained it’s a little more than that, you are looking at $230 a month approximately if we take the five year term.

Councilwoman Benway suggested taking the five year term because the prices aren’t going to go down.

Councilwoman VanEtten agreed and stated that’s right, we are locked into that price for the next five years, so that would be our best bet.

Supervisor Dellisanti added I kind of like that myself.  What do you think Mr. Ruso?

Councilman Ruso replied prices never go down do they?

Supervisor Dellisanti stated so let me just read that last line again.

Supervisor Dellisanti asked Councilman Ruso to discuss a retiree issue.

Councilman Ruso began with  a brief background.  I came across an opportunity to do an audit of the amount that the retirees pay for their health insurance and what the Town Board resolutions going back are in essence for retirees for vision and for dental.  They are to pay the charges, they buy-in at the group rate.  Also widows or widowers as the case might be have the opportunity to pay for the Medicare Advantage plan at the group rate the Town has.  Their reimbursement has not equaled the charges largely because they have not been informed of rate increases.  So it’s not a lot of money but it is a little bit.  So I put forth the resolution to address that, it’s certainly not within my opportunity to waive fees or charge fees without the Board’s approval.  So I wrote the following:

RESOLUTION TO SET PROCEDURE FOR NOTIFICATION TO RETIREES AND/OR SURVIVORS OF RETIREES REGARDING HEALTH INSURANCE RATE CHANGES


WHEREAS  the Town of New Baltimore has previously resolved that survivors of retirees are allowed to purchase health insurance through the town utilizing the town’s group rate, and that they are to reimburse the town at the town cost,

WHEREAS  the Town of New Baltimore has previously resolved that retirees are allowed to purchase dental insurance through the town utilizing the town’s group rate, and that they are to reimburse the town at the town cost,

WHEREAS  the Town of New Baltimore has previously resolved that retirees are allowed to purchase vision insurance through the town utilizing the town’s group rate, and that they are to reimburse the town at the town cost,

WHEREAS  that the Town of New Baltimore did not notify the subscribers when they should have been notified in November of 2013 of above insurance(s) that the rates had changed and thus they have been paying previous year’s rates.
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IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, that the Town Clerk notify all such subscribers of Survivor Health Insurance, Retiree Dental Insurance and Retiree Vision Insurance of current rates and that the Town of New Baltimore expects that such reimbursement be provided to the town beginning August 2014.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town Clerk notify all such subscribers of Survivor Health Insurance, Retiree Dental Insurance and Retiree Vision Insurance of rate changes as they occur in the future.


AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the past differences between what has been reimbursed to the Town of New Baltimore and the costs of insurance for such insurance subscribers be waived,

Councilman Ruso explained that awhile back a utility audit firm contacted and wanted to do an audit of our past energy bills and they claim it will not cost the town anything unless they find savings.  So we called around to try to get a few other people to give us a quote that resembles or provides the same service.  Two groups put forth, two people called but didn’t give me anything in writing, so we have two quotes.  One wants 29% (Troy & Banks) of the savings that they find going 6 years back and 1 year forward; Computel wants 40% but they only want 6 years, but Computel will also audit the Franchise Agreement for the Cable TV.  I 
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sent this all to Tal for his recommendations and his point was that considering that Computel does charge more, but they are only going to do 6 years whereas the other one charges less, but does 7 years and they are not going to do the Cable Franchise, he felt that Computel would probably end up be a savings more so than Troy & Banks.  I guess that depends on what they find.  I did a little bit of an analysis on it and I know I sent that to you.  It comes up to be about a nickel for every $100 about a $20 savings if we stick with Troy & Banks.  Tal thinks that the Franchise Agreement is where the money is.  They audit them to make sure we are paid appropriately going back 6 years.  Basically it doesn’t cost us anything, it will cost us if, they want a fee, a cut.  I called Computel and tried them to cut their rates a little, but they couldn’t do it, they have an agreement with the Association of Towns to charge 40% and the Association of Towns gets a cut of our savings just so you know and that’s why they couldn’t go down any.  Troy & Banks went down one percent point with my attempt to negotiate.  But Computel could not go down.  I don’t have any idea what the Association gets.  So that’s the facts in front of us.  I know I sent you folks the material in email.
Councilman Norris asked who do you recommend?

Supervisor Dellisanti said you missed the question.

Councilman Ruso responded I heard the question.  I think the chance for savings are greater with Computel.  Again, the nature 29% vs. 40%, but one is a return for 7 years and the other only wants 6 years back. So, the larger wants 6 years and the smaller wants 7, so that makes up for some of it.  If anyone sees a different set of logic than I have, go ahead and say it.

Councilman Norris said no, I looked it over and I agree with that.

PUBLIC COMMENT
Ellie Alfeld said I have a few questions so please bear with me.  CPR Training, for the summer program people, we are paying for kids did you say $20?
Councilwoman VanEtten responded $25 a person.
Ellie Alfeld asked why are we paying for that when the Red Cross offers that usually for free?
Councilwoman VanEtten said we didn’t have enough time to get the Red Cross here, it takes awhile.

Patrick Linder responded the Red Cross charges.

Ellie Alfeld asked do you know what they charge?

Patrick Linger stated $25.
Councilman Ruso added I know they charge my workplace, we pay $45.

Ellie Alfeld stated counselors $15 per hour I believe.
Councilwoman VanEtten responded $8 per hour for counselors, that’s minimum wage.
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Ellie Alfeld continued the Head whatever she is $15?
Councilwoman VanEtten replied that’s the Assistant Director, last year they were paid $25/hour.
Ellie Alfeld said we are paying some of our deputies in Town Hall less than that are we not?
Councilwoman VanEtten responded I don’t know, last year we were paying $35 an hour for the Director and $25 an hour for the Assistant so we brought it down quite a bit.  Minimum wage is $8, we can’t pay them less than that.

Ellie Alfeld responded I understand that, but what I’m saying our deputies are making less than that.

Councilwoman VanEtten responded did I say $15, its $10 an hour, $15 is the Director, $10 is the Assistant.

Ellie Alfeld asked and we have deputies here or assistants that are making less than that an hour are we not?

Supervisor Dellisanti answered yes we are and they were paid quite a bit more last year as well.

Councilwoman VanEtten repeated again they were paid $35 an hour.

Ellie Alfeld continued I’m not worried about last year or last year’s budget.  What I’m saying is we have very dependable people working here at the Town Hall and I feel that if they are paid less than your Park Director, I don’t believe it’s fair. I’m just stating an opinion.
Councilwoman VanEtten added she has a lot of responsibilities for the children.

Ellie Alfeld said and she applied for it.  Jeff, on the medical for the employees with vision and dental., nothing was mentioned about the limitations as far as Medicare once Medicare kicks in is that still going to be the opportunity?
Councilman Ruso explained no, this is a little bit different.  Once Medicare kicks in we pay. It’s called the Medicare Advantage Plan and it costs $243/month.

Ellie Alfeld asked does that have vision and dental included and so these people will not be applying for vision and dental once they are eligible for Medicare?

Councilman Ruso clarified they will continue to buy vision and dental at the Town’s group rate ongoing.
Ellie Alfeld answered ok.
Councilman Ruso continued but they need to pay the rate we are charged.  They have the opportunity to buy-in at the Town’s group rate based on their past employment or their spouse’s past employment.  And they need to pay the rate.
Ellie Alfeld said I knew at one point in time the Town Board, the previous Town Board, made a claim or made it part of the resolutions that when Medicare was impacted, certain things changed as far as benefits through the Town programs, so I am double-checking on that.
Councilman Ruso answered what they do is they come off the CDPHP plan if you are 62.   

Ellie Alfeld clarified 65 I’m talking about. 

Councilman Ruso explained I know, let’s say you are below 65 and you have the years of retirement and you are still covered under the Town CDPHP health insurance.  Once you turn 65, and I believe we have someone who turns in August, then you go to the Medicare Advantage Plan and it ends up costing the Town a great deal less, not major less, but $50 less.  And that’s what we are talking about was the Medicare Advantage Plan in which some of these 
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folks, actually two widows, were supposed to pay $229 whereas they were supposed to pay $243.  It’s only $15 a month.

Ellie Alfeld said I just remember that from previous Boards that avenue of Medicare people eligible, widows and widowers were impacted.

Councilman Ruso stated no resolution regarding that eligibility or what they have has been affected here, none whatsoever.

Ellie Alfeld asked and the last thing ends with this audit of our energy use or whatever you want to call it, are any other towns doing this or have they not?
Councilman Ruso answered yes, a number of other towns have.  Both had indicated in an introductory letter to myself and I can’t remember the towns.

Ellie Alfeld wondered are they local?
Supervisor Dellisanti added there were about 25 that I can recall up by Colonie and that area there.
Councilman Ruso said Gloversville.
Ellie Alfeld continued so we are talking further north.
Supervisor Dellisanti clarified a little north.

Councilman Norris summarized none locally within Greene County, but in other areas.

Ellie Alfeld said that’s the answer to my question, that’s it.

Councilwoman Benway asked everything that is on Upcoming Meetings I have on the website except for the Chicken Barbecue because I was not sure, it supports a Town event, but it’s not a town function, so does that go on or does that not go on?  It’s not a town meeting per se.
Councilwoman VanEtten asked does Town events go on, AgFest does, what about the church?
Councilwoman Benway said Ag Fest does, nothing for the Church or anything like that ever goes on, Boy Scouts/Girl Scouts nothing like that, it’s mainly..
Councilwoman VanEtten stated it is for a town program.

Councilwoman Benway continued we have never done it before, so before I don’t put it on there, or I do put it on there, I would like the Board’s opinion on whether it should or should not.  If we start doing it for one, we are going to start doing it for everyone?
Greg Allen questioned  it’s a private..
Councilwoman VanEtten explained our fire company is putting on a chicken barbecue to support the children’s Park Program.
Supervisor Dellisanti continued to raise money for the Town’s Summer Recreation Program.
Greg Allen asked the fire company?
Councilwoman VanEtten answered is our fire company.
Pat Linger pointed out it is on the Fire District website.

Councilwoman VanEtten said it is on the Fire District website.

Councilwoman Benway concluded well, I’d say we probably should not.
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Greg Allen thought we won’t need to then.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:40 PM with a motion from Councilwoman Benway seconded by Councilman Ruso.
