Supervisor Dellisanti called the meeting to order a 7 PM and the Pledge of Allegiance was said.  Also attending:  Deputy Supervisor Ruso, Councilwomen VanEtten, Councilman Norris, Town Clerk Barbara Finke, Tax Collector Diane Jordan and 6 members of the public who signed the attendance sheet.  

Absent:  Councilwoman Lisa Benway and Highway Superintendent Denis Jordan.

Supervisor

The Parks Summer Youth Program started on July 21 at District 2 Park.  We have approximately 30 children registered for this year’s program.  It is going very well, we stopped over there the other day, and everyone seems to be having a good time.  The Supervisors meeting that I attend monthly was on 7/25/14 – all Town Supervisors that are at the table are upset with the recent increase in health insurance, retirement numbers we haven’t received yet, and the Greene County EMS costs that are going up in 2015 which I will report on a little later.  Everyone wants to know where the money is going to come from.  The Comprehensive Plan Committee has met four times and recommended language changes made from the words “mandated” to “available and encouraged.”  The next category we will be discussing is Zoning.

Town Clerk Barbara Finke reported 17 Dog License Late Fees for $85, 9 Building Permits for $672, 1 Certificate of Occupancy Search for $15, 39 Dog Licenses for $272, 1 Marriage License for $17.50, 1 Excavation/Culvert Under Driveway for $35, 4 Park Permits for $100, 1 Return Check Fee for $20, 4 Certified Copies for $180, 4 Photocopies for $2.25, 2 Recycle Fees for $13 for a Total State, County & Local Revenue of $1,487.25, Total to Supervisor $1,411.75, NYS Ag. & Markets for Spay/Neuter Program $53, NYS Department of Health for Marriages $22.50. 
Effective on May 5, the Town Clerk’s Office Hours are Monday through Friday from       9 AM to 4 PM, the second and fourth Mondays before Town Board Meetings from 5:30-7:00 PM by appointment, and evenings and weekends by appointment.  We received 5 FOILS, for a total of 22 year-to-date.  All are complete and two are awaiting pick up.

I again contacted BAS and converted Marriage and Death Certificates to the new printer.  In my conversations with the Department of Health and another Town Clerk, I have added a gold Notarial seal embossed with the Town’s official seal for our Certificates of Marriage Registration that are sent to newlyweds following their ceremony.  I would like to thank Lynda Bryan and Sharon Phelps for their assistance and suggestions; it certainly makes the Town of New Baltimore more professional.  Finally, the new printer has arrived in time for the sale of the new hunting and sporting licenses on August 1.  The program has changed for 2014 and, as suggested by DEC, I was able to “purchase” a free Marine License to make sure it was working properly.  I would like to thank Joe and Matt from ITS and Kevin Maloney from DEC for all of their assistance during this printer and 
program transition process.  Diane and I will be ready on Friday to sell licenses to residents and I will be in Town Hall on Saturday morning as well.  I returned three park deposits from residents who rented District 2 Park, two were from rentals in 2010 and one from August 2013.  I spoke with one of the recipients who was thrilled for the return of his $25.  We are enjoying our new copier in Town Hall.  It is much easier to scan, fax, and copy.  With the new working copier in the Town Clerk’s Office, we are able to finally print envelopes which previously were handwritten. I would like to thank the Board for this new and much-appreciated equipment.  I would also like to thank Denis Jordan for his assistance last week.  I received word that there was a dead deer in the road after hours and he was able to take care of the situation.

The Press Release is going out this week and I will ask Lisa to post to the website as soon as she returns from vacation. Audit and Control Committee

Chairman Ruso reported he audited one employee payroll where error was determined.  The net cost to the town was zero as the hours were on one employee’s payroll and not on the other.  Payroll adjustments will be made for each affected employee.  The Office of the Comptroller in the last three weeks has released three town audits regarding payroll and benefit time accrual.  Following their lead, I have started to audit our payroll and benefit time accrual.  I am 1/6th of the way complete, auditing 2013 and 2014.  Among the issued discovered:  a. Highway Department has a good system that the Superintendent processes; b. Each eligible Town Hall employee has their own system for recording time accrued, none of the employees have the same system, you do it your way, she does it his way, he does it the other way; c. There are interpretations of previous Town Board resolutions that will need to be clarified in regards to benefit time.  I am looking to finish the audit and present a more complete report.  Much of the recommendations will be implemented as part of the new Employee Handbook which I will report on later.

RESOLUTION TO REMOVE AND REPLACE GUTTERS ON REAR OF TOWN HALL FROM CUSTOM FIT SEAMLESS GUTTERS


WHEREAS the Town Board adopted it’s Procurement Policy on January 1, 2014 concerning the procurement of goods and services.


WHEREAS six quotes were attempted and two quotes were received for removal and replacement of gutters on rear of Town Hall.


BE IT RESOLVED that the Town of New Baltimore will contract for materials and installation of said gutters with Custom Fit Seamless Gutters at a cost of $400 for 5” casetown gutter.

Motion by Councilwoman VanEtten seconded by Councilman Ruso
Councilman Norris asked when was this done?

Councilman Ruso answered it hasn’t been done. 

Councilman Norris said these quotes, this is the first time I saw these quotes.

Councilwoman VanEtten added they were in your mailbox.

Councilman Norris said no, they weren’t in my mailbox.  Well, maybe they were, now they are here.

Councilman Ruso explained the date on this quote is 7/12.

Councilwoman VanEtten responded I called and got the quotes and I’m pretty sure we put them in your mailbox.

Supervisor Dellisanti pointed out this quote is from June 30.  We had six people and only two people responded with quotes.

Councilman Norris asked what is the cost to replace the gutters.
Supervisor Dellisanti answered $400 for installation and materials for the whole back of the building.

Councilman Norris said so this other one is confusing, $240, $480.

Supervisor Dellisanti explained they are for different of things, he bid on three different things, just cleaning it out.
Councilman Norris said this one here which is from Custom Fit Seamless Gutters is for $400.

Supervisor Dellisanti responded $400.

Councilman Norris asked you are not doing the clean out.

Councilwoman VanEtten responded the clean out was instead of… 
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Supervisor Dellisanti explained that was instead of putting the gutters up, they were just going to come and clean gutters out for $100, there is nothing attaching it to the building.

Councilman Norris clarified this is just for the rear not for the front.
Supervisor Dellisanti answered just for the rear.  If you look at the Assessor’s office, it’s pouring down by the window.

Councilman Ruso added in the rear, it appears its detached from the building.

Tax Collector Jordan asked does that include over the Sheriff’s office door?

Councilman Norris agreed its bad there, that’s the side really.

Councilman Ruso asked about the downspout that goes across it from the front.

Supervisor Dellisanti explained that Denis repaired that, he also repaired where the water goes in underground too because that pipe was crushed, the culvert that’s over there.  When they were doing the logging back here apparently one of those trucks must have crushed the culvert that was over there so it was backing up all the water.  So he thinks that is going to take the water out from the piece over there so we will see how that works.

Fire, EMS and Law Enforcement

Supervisor Dellisanti reported I have made contact with the Regional Vice President of CSX, Maurice O’Connell, concerning access for emergencies after the second rail line goes in around  9W.  I am still waiting for the meeting to be scheduled with Commissioner Jeff Deso, Vice President O’Connell, and me to discuss all concerns.  Summer vacations have gotten in the way of the meeting.  As soon as it takes place, I will report on that meeting as well.  

Ellie Alfeld added I think correction should be 144 not 9W.
Supervisor Dellisanti explained it also comes by 9W by New Baltimore Road, the rail.

Ellie Alfeld stated not the roadway.
Supervisor Dellisanti clarified by 9W it comes by New Baltimore Road.
Ellie Alfeld said the bridge is over the railroad tracks from 9W into the Hamlet.
Supervisor Dellisanti explained we are talking about, there is going to be a second rail right by 9W on New Baltimore Road.
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Pat Linger stated we have road access there as well by the bridge.

Ellie Alfeld asked where Joe Lechner’s old line used to be.

Pat Linger said behind Central Hudson‘s power plant.

Ellie Alfeld said yes, that’s where Joe Lechner, there’s no crossing access gate or anything like that there. 

Supervisor Dellisanti responded no, just trying to get an emergency vehicle down through there,

Ellie Alfeld continued a man was permanently paralyzed crossing that track.
Greene County EMS
Supervisor Dellisanti reports 7/15/14 the regular monthly meeting was held in Cairo at    5 PM.  Through 6/30/14, New Baltimore has used the GCEMS system for a total of 22 times for transport.  The Town of Catskill Board has voted unanimously to place Paramedics in ambulances as of 1/1/15 and drop out of the GCEMS Program.  Presently in 2014 there are 4 crews covering Greene County; our cost is $19,963 and the County picks up $39,926.  If GCEMS in 2015 drops to 3 crews, our cost would be $25,986 and the County’s cost would be $51,972 for less coverage.  If GCEMS in 2015 stays at 4 crews, our cost would be $32,660 and the County’s cost would be $65,320.  Either way, by Catskill dropping out in 2015, GCEMS loses $188,943 from Catskill and $377,886 from the County.  Obviously to keep this program going, the remaining towns and County would have to pick up the costs.  First, I do not see the County wanting to contribute more money to the program; and Second, the Greene County Task Force has not made a report on possibly taking over the program for two (2) months.  Finally, Aiden O’Connor, President of the EMS Program, will be meeting with the Greene County Administrator to discuss the finances for 2015 and report back to the EMS Board on 8/19/14.
Councilman Norris asked any movement on the insurance issue, workman’s compensation, any changes on that?
Super visor Dellisanti responded there was an increase in CDPHP insurance, there hasn’t been anything coming back on the other portion.  The numbers are going up astronomically for either less coverage or the same coverage, either way.

Kevin Kemnah asked this is just for the paramedics coverage for the town?

Supervisor Dellisanti explained this is for the EMS service that we receive in the Town for New Baltimore.

Kevin Kemnah said so that’s the paramedic trucks that run around.

Supervisor Dellisanti answered  the AMTs and the EMTs.

Councilman Norris explained that’s the paramedics, fly cars, there is usually one in that. It’s not the ambulances, which comes out of Coxsackie, they both come out of Coxsackie.

Ellie Alfeld asked off hand Nick, do you have last year’s figures on how much we paid compared to what you just stated.

Supervisor Dellisanti asked 2013 you mean?  I know we paid $19,000 for 2014, I don’t know what it was for 2013.  
Councilman Norris asked what was the reason that Catskill gave to drop out?
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Supervisor Dellisanti replied they wanted to go all paramedics; they didn’t want to be part of the program.  I think there is a political issue there besides that, but that’s just want I’m thinking.  If you look at the numbers that they’ re paying and what the County is paying, it’s over $500,000 just to the program  and  that’s a big nut to fill.

Councilman Norris added but they get the majority of the service.

Supervisor Dellisanti agreed yes, true.

Councilman Norris said so they are going to convert their ambulances that are regular ambulances to ambulances with paramedics and they won’t have an ambulance service   per se they will have an ambulance with an AMT and EMT on board at the same time.

Supervisor Dellisanti responded correct.

Ann Marie Vadney thought that might be more cost-effective because I know when I was working with Ravena-Coeymans on their rescue squad, we contacted rescue squads around the state and we did a cost analysis and if we had employed the EMT for each shift, it would have saved hundreds of thousands of dollars so maybe that could be a reason. Even though Coeymans didn’t do it, they would have saved hundreds of thousands of dollars.

Supervisor Dellisanti explained they were asked to stay in the program until the County Task Force finished their survey to at least let the County say yes they were going to do it or no they weren’t going to do it, but they pulled the plug I think it was on the 18th, at their last Board meeting in June and it just dug a hole for the rest of the towns that are involved in the Greene County EMS Program.  It’s really bad I have to tell you.  Everybody in the room that’s either a Supervisor or representative, doesn’t know where this money is going to come from.

Greene County Planning Board
John Cashin reported no business was scheduled before the County Planning Board for July so we did not meet.

Councilwoman VanEtten continued unfortunately I think there were two prior meetings that we didn’t get a report on.  I will continue to try to get them to report on the next meeting.
Councilman Norris reported he spoke with John who said there was no meeting, there was no quorum.

Councilwoman VanEtten said so there was nothing to report.  I thought there were two meetings.

Councilman Norris explained they went to a meeting and they didn’t have a quorum so it was cancelled.

Councilwoman VanEtten replied ok.

Councilman Norris reported speaking with Councilwoman Benway and they are looking to have a meeting sometime in September.
Personnel Committee

Chairman Jeff Ruso reports the Task Force is working on development of the Employee Handbook has had two meetings in the last 30 days, another meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, July 30.  The Task Force members are Nick Dellisanti, Alan VanWormer, Barbara Finke, and Jeff Ruso.  We are a little more than half-way done with the Handbook, expected that we will need to meet two more times.  We will then be at a point where we will schedule a meeting open to all employees.  We want their review and input before the document will be sent to the Attorney for legal review.  I will be emailing to each member of the Board draft versions as prepared along the way.  If any thoughts or concerns are noted please let me know as you see them. We want to keep our Attorney costs to a minimum and not send to him various versions that have fees associated with each, thus if there is anything noticed I would prefer to change them beforehand.  Once the employees and the Attorney have completed their review, the final (perhaps) Handbook will be presented to the Town Board.  The document currently has 31 pages.  

As part of my review of the Handbook, I had reason to contact our Insurance Broker and it is very disappointing, but our prices are going significantly up for health insurance.

Councilwoman VanEtten asked is that for the same plan that we have now?

Councilman Ruso responded CDPHP and we don’t have a fancy plan.  Basically, the monthly costs will be going from $4,200 to $7,300 for an increase of $3,100, annual increase is $37,357 for an increase of 60%.  That’s why the EMS people are squealing and everybody with Towns in the area.
Supervisor Dellisanti asked if the Broker gave you any reason other than the Obama Care Program.
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Councilman Ruso replied she said that’s part of it.  It’s called the ACA and it’s something to do with, there’s 10 essential health benefits that’s been added to insurance.  

Councilman Norris added Affordable Care Act, the Obama Care.
Councilwoman VanEtten said there’s also another tax on health insurance that was never there before.

Councilman Ruso explained I think, Susan warned us of this last year because our year goes from December 1st  to December 1st.  She pointed out, I remember being in the audience, we are getting ours in early before this hits us and that was on behalf of 2014.  Well 2015 is here and we have to figure this out along with our budget issues.  That’s a lot of money $37,000.
Planning Board

Chair Kathy Rundberg reports the Planning Board met on July 10, 2014 with following business transacted:

The Chair signed subdivision map bringing into conformance a lot on Route 51 that was part of a four-lot subdivision approved by Planning Board in 1978 but approved map was never filed in County Clerk’s office.  Held preliminary discussion with proposed purchaser of property on South Ridge Road at Hillcrest regarding his plans for a ten-lot major subdivision.  With regard to lot line adjustments, I have consulted with the Attorney for the Town and Planning Board, the Association of Towns, the Planning Federation and Greene County Economic Development, Tourism and Planning.  All concur that changing a property boundary by any size according to the Code of the Town of New Baltimore would be defined as a “subdivision”; and further, since our Code does not address “lot line” adjustments, such action would fall under Subdivision Regulations.   This was discussed further at the July 10, 2014 Planning Board Meeting with the majority of those Board Members present in agreement that lot line adjustment procedure should be as follows:

Where property lines are clearly defined by previous survey, there must be a subdivision application     because the applicant is proposing to change a known property line/parcel.  If however the property line description is so vague that we cannot pinpoint the location, then it would be an agreement between property owners actually setting the lines, which would then be filed with the County.  If a property owner is unsure of which action to take, he may contact the Code Enforcement Officer for an interpretation.

Councilwoman VanEtten said Tal did say it was the Assessor, but not Code Enforcement Officer.
ZBA

I don’t have a report, but they did not meet.

Seniors and Veterans

Councilwoman VanEtten reported the Seniors didn’t meet either, but the Veterans’ did and we reached out to Congressman Gibson’s Office and Pete Lopez to see if we can get help in raising funds.  We sent our design to Nancy O’Brien at the Quarry to get an estimate of what it would cost exactly.  Dan looked up the emblems and what they would  cost.  We are getting there.

Ellie Alfeld said this is going to be a long haul because of the lack of funds.

We are going to get a rebate back from ABS, not quite sure what but it’s a $500 rebate I think that’s the correct number.
Supervisor Dellisanti said there was another issue and its going to come out to about $5,000 between an overrun and rebate on the pumps.  He found something else that we overpaid.
Councilman Norris concluded so it looks like we are well under budget from what we actually laid out and planned on that so it looks pretty good.  There were some questions from our bookkeeper had some questions on that.

§ 54-1. Title.

§ 54-5. When effective;  referendum. 

[HISTORY: Adopted by the Town Board of New Baltimore 8-9-83 as L.L. No. 2-1983 as L.L. No. 2-1983. . Amendments noted where applicable.] 

§ 54-1. Title. 

This chapter shall be known as the "Games of Chance Law of the Town of New Baltimore." 

§ 54-2. Definitions. 

As used in this chapter, the following terms shall, have the following meanings: 

AUTHORIZED ORGANIZATION - An authorized organization as defined in Paragraph 4 of § 186 of the General Municipal Law. 

GAME OF CHANCE - A game of chance as defined in Paragraph 3 of § 186 of the General Municipal Law. 

TOWN - The Town of New Baltimore. 

§ 54-3. Conducting of games authorized. 

Authorized organizations may, upon the issuance of a license from the Clerk of the town, conduct games of chance within the Town of New Baltimore as provided in Article 9-A of the General Municipal Law and as provided further in this chapter. Such games of chance shall be conducted in accordance with the general state law, the rules and regulations of the New York State Racing and Wagering Board and this chapter.

Games of Chance

§ 54-4. Enforcement official. 

The chief law enforcement officer, the Town of New Baltimore Police Chief Greene County Sheriff, shall exercise control over and supervision of all games of chance conducted under a properly issued license. Such officer shall have all those powers and duties set forth in Article 9-A of the General Municipal Law. 

§ 54-5. When effective; referendum. 

This chapter shall take effect immediately upon filing with the Secretary of State's office, following its approval at a referendum by a majority of qualified voters voting thereon at the general election held pursuant to provisions of the Municipal Home Rule Law, § 23

Kevin Kemnah asked a question regarding the lawyer.  From what I saw in the budget, we paid him $10,000 and when you had him come do the 2-3 hour training course they paid him $150 hour for this.  So far I come to most of the meetings, I only missed one, and I’ve seen him a total of 1 ½ meetings. I ‘m trying to figure out what we are paying this guy for and why we are playing musical lawyers with all these other lawyers coming in that know absolutely nothing about New Baltimore.

Councilwoman VanEtten explained I’ve got to tell you we call him a lot and he gets right back to all of us.

Kevin Kemnah said the last lawyer was here every single meeting.

Councilwoman VanEtten said he was paid a lot more too
Town Clerk Finke responded he was only here one meeting a month, Dave was, and he also charged for training for the ZBA and Planning Board extra.
Supervisor Dellisanti added I think his budget was about $16,000.
Councilwoman VanEtten replied it was much more.

Kevin Kemnah said ok, but what about the other lawyers that are coming into this place, what do they know about New Baltimore or what is going on with us other than a direct question at the meeting?

Supervisor Dellisanti answered he has Associates that he kicks in, usually it’s every other month, because he has a Prattsville meeting on the same night as we do.  He’s also the Town Attorney for Prattsvillle and they were having some issues which you may have read about.

Ann Marie Vadney said as a comment on the lawyer, a taxpayer if we don’t need him here, I don’t think we should have him.
Kevin Kemnah asked why are we paying $10,000 then?

Ann Marie Vadney answered that’s cheap, you should check with Coeymans and some of the other towns.  They are a lot more.  I just want to say thank you to Mr. Dellisanti and Mr. Jordan for removing a tree from my road so I could get home one night.  And I wanted to ask the question I have an issue with Central Hudson with the wires because

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Central Hudson didn’t have any sign out and Mr. Jordan wasn’t aware there was anyone working on the roads as well, they didn’t have their tuck lights on.  There was no way of
knowing if there was any way of knowing they working on the roads do we have any type of process where Central Hudson if they are working on the power lines

do they notify the Town and alert the Town because obviously they were a little neglectful in not closing the road off when they are working on it.
Supervisor Dellisanti replied not to my knowledge, only because the night of that situation that we talked about, Denis had called me an hour before you called me and Central Hudson wasn’t even on site yet.  He was already cutting up a tree on the road by you.  When you had called me Central Hudson was already there.  That was 45 minutes later.  I didn’t know and I don’t think Denis knew.

Ann Marie Vadney explained they were there, but you didn’t know.  When the wires hit my car, I backed up and Denis was in the backhoe and I said to him Denis you better not go up the road because he didn’t know they were working up there.

Councilwoman VanEtten said it’s a good thing you were first.

Ann Marie Vadney said that’s what I was thinking.

Councilwoman VanEtten continued also, I do know it’s very difficult to get in touch with them with the situation with the bills.  It took me three days just to get through; they just kept telling me they were not accepting calls today in the Main Office.

Ann Marie Vadney commented that’s really dangerous. 
Councilwoman VanEtten advised it is dangerous, I totally agree with you.

Ann Marie Vadney continued for our crews when they are working on the roads.

Councilwoman VanEtten agreed they should have something in place.

Ann Marie Vadney continued they didn’t have the lights on their trucks, those big lights, and later on that night there was a Town signs at the top of the hill “Do Not Enter” and on the bottom of the hill.  They still hadn’t put any signs up Central Hudson.  If that’s how they are functioning on our Town roads, someone is going to get hurt.
Councilman Ruso advised I tend to think they are going to be more at risk than even we would be.  Obviously if I don’t know someone is in the road.
Ann Marie Vadney added they are responsible; I’m dealing with them now on my car damages.

Councilman Ruso explained I’m talking about their staff; they could be very much at risk.
Councilwoman VanEtten commented Denis could have been really hurt if he was in front of you and got hit by a wire on an open vehicle

Supervisor Dellisanti added a backhoe, sure.

Kevin Kemnah asked if there is any way that the Town Board as a whole could get in contact with Central Hudson.  Awhile back the same thing happened and Denis helped me out in front of my house with trees.  I asked him and he doesn’t have any different number than I have to call Central Hudson for when my power goes out.  The Highway Superintendent and Town Supervisor should have some kind of number of get hold of some boss to find out if we have a dangerous situation or pole down or something like that.
Councilwoman VanEtten responded I had actually asked them that and they pretty much said no.
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Ann Marie Vadney advised in my endeavors now in dealing with them, they have a District Manager for the Town of New Baltimore.

Councilwoman VanEtten responded you have that information, good.

Ann Marie Vadney continued but because they transferred me all over the place, and then they finally told me they have District Managers, Regional Managers for the different towns.  So I will get that to you.

Councilwoman VanEtten said good, thanks Ann Marie.

Ann Marie Vadney added he should be the one contacting Denis or the Supervisor when they are working, when the power goes out in an emergency.

Councilwoman VanEtten pointed out or we can contact them when there is an issue because when you go through that office you might as well be calling...

Councilman Ruso said I thought about asking Alan maybe he has some contact numbers.
